The Week Ahead

The “Founder’s Day Break” brings a brief rest from classes and an opportunity for teachers and students to catch their
breath and recharge. After our short week, things will be busy: the end of the first quarter, Open House, Spirit Week, and
just a little later, Thanksgiving break. So enjoy the slower pace of these next few days!

To recap what lies in store this week: school will be closed Monday, October 12, for the Gelumbus Founder’s Day holiday.
Teachers will have professional development on Tuesday, October 13, as the students continue to enjoy their long
weekend. On Wednesday, October 14, all freshmen, sophomores, and juniors will report at the normal school time for
PSAT testing, followed by noon dismissal (see details below). Seniors, meanwhile, have a five-day weekend that should be
used wisely for college visits, service hours, or other projects. Classes will resume for all students on Thursday, October
15, a G-Day. Amazingly, Friday, October 16 begins the last cycle of the 1* Quarter.

PSAT Test Day

Freshmen, sophomores, and juniors will take the PSAT on Wednesday, October 14 beginning at 8:15 AM at Salesianum
and completed around 12:00 PM. Please reinforce the importance of this standardized exam with your son and review the
test booklet provided. Student’s should bring two #2 pencils, an approved calculator (list on page 32 -
https://goo.gl/F50825), and school ID. Food and drink are not permitted in the room unless approved by College Board.

PSAT Accommodations

To take advantage of PSAT accommodations, the College Board requires that a student have appropriate documentation
on file at Salesianum, uses the extended time accommodations for classroom testing and has applied for and been
approved by the College Board for accommodations. Only sophomores and juniors who have received an SSD number
from the College Board will receive the extended time accommodation for the PSAT. Freshmen will not receive
accommodations for the PSAT because they have not used the accommodation for a minimum of four months at
Salesianum.

Sophomore, Junior and Senior Fall Parent-Teacher Conferences

Parent-Teacher Conferences for the parents of sophomores, juniors, and seniors will be held on November 4. We will use
an online appointment system to structure our conferences. Each teacher will have 12 time slots available between 5:30
PM and 8:30 PM. The evening is designed for parents who may be in need of meeting with 2 or more teachers.

Following are steps you will use to schedule appointments and create a parent account:

1) Go to https://goo.gl/za2B0g
2) Choose the calendar of a teacher of choice from the scroll down menu.

3) Choose November 4 using the calendar.

4) Choose an available appointment time. Appointment slots that have been taken will not show.

5) After the 1* appointment, setup an account if you would like email reminders of your appointment(s).
6) Select “New Appointment” to schedule additional appointments for the evening.

Teachers will be available between either 5:30 PM - 7:30 PM or 6:30 PM -8:30 PM. The 10-minute time slots are designed
for 5-7 minute meetings. If open slots remain, teachers may be available for “walk-ins.” A teacher’s schedule will be posted
outside of his/her doorway on the evening of conferences. A list of teacher rooms will be provided. If you have trouble
scheduling an appointment, please email the specific teacher or teachers.

Please keep in mind the following as you decide whether or not to sign-up for an appointment with a specific teacher:

1) Most teachers of freshmen have 20 or more freshmen.

2) Conferences are designed for parents to discuss rather urgent academic issues with teachers. We do not want to
discourage anyone from attending, but we also do not want to prevent parents from scheduling meetings that
may be more urgent. If your son has made a good adjustment and seems to be doing well in a particular class, we
would ask that you refrain from scheduling an appointment. In grade school, many parents are able to make it to
conferences with all teachers, even if their children are performing well. In high school, because students have 7
or more teachers, it may not be feasible or necessary to meet with all teachers. Parents should not feel obligated
to meet with the teachers. Conferences can be scheduled on other days throughout the school year if necessary.

3) Carefully consider your son’s performance in each class. It may be best to only schedule a meeting if your son is
doing poorly on assessments or struggling with work completion.

4) If a particular teacher’s time slots fill online and you would still like to schedule an appointment, I would
encourage you to email the teacher to request an appointment at another time.

5) On the evening of our conferences, it will be important for everyone to be faithful to the appointment schedule.
If you are late to a scheduled appointment, it may be impossible for the teacher to reschedule it that evening.

onCampus

We have about 8 class days left in the 1* academic quarter. Please review onCampus with your son, being especially careful
to note incomplete assignments. It is possible that these assignments or assessments were missed due to absence, and your
son must take care to make these up as soon as possible. In addition, as the last tests of the quarter are scheduled, please
help your son plan ahead so that all studying is not attempted the night before the tests.

Extracurricular Eligibility

1* quarter report cards will be posted to NetClassroom on Tuesday, November 3. On this date, a list of academically
ineligible students will be circulated to activity moderators (coaches included). If your son is in danger of being ineligible
to participate in activities for the 2" quarter, there is still time to address this issue. Please carefully review the eligibility
requirements on page 24 of the 2015-2016 Student Handbook, found online http://goo.gl/k57Wak or on the student iPad.
Some requirements differ by grade level; for example, a senior can become ineligible by failing 1 course required by the

State of Delaware for graduation, regardless of his 1** quarter GPA. Students who become ineligible will not be able to
tryout for winter sports in November and December.

Annual School Raffle

Tickets for the Annual School Raffle were distributed to students in homeroom on Friday, October 2. Each student is
required to sell five of their assigned raffle tickets at $20 apiece. Students who sell eight tickets will be entered into a raffle
for $2,000. With every ticket sold above eight, students will receive another chance at the $2,000 prize. Collections will
run October 20 - 30 during lunch periods and the first drawing on Friday, October 30. Each raffle ticket is eligible for all
remaining raffles from the time it is turned in, for example, a raffle ticket turned in on October 26 is eligible for all six
weeks while a raffle ticket turned in on December 4 is only eligible for the final two drawings.
